Flu vaccines are only accepted for the current flu season.

If you have had a previous positive TB skin test or the BCG (TB) vaccination, you must have a
chest x-ray performed. TB Skin Tests and Chest X-Rays are good for 1 year.

*Depending on the affiliation site, additional vaccines (such as the COVID-19 vaccine series) or the need to repeat vaccines
may be required.
